1. Imagine a place.

.. The city lies foursquare, its length the same as its width. And he measured the
city with his rod, 12,000 stadia. Its length and width and height are equal. He also
measured its wall, 144 cubits by human measurement, which is also an angel's
measurement. REVELATION 21:9-17 ESV

A stadia is an ancient Greek and Roman measurement that equals about

feet.

The length of a cubit was based on the distance from the elbow to the
fingertips and varied between different ancient people groups

(approximately inches).

Stationed at each of the twelve gates is one angel, placed there
presumably as an honor guard and a welcoming committee of one (Rev.
21:12).

“Come, I will show you the Bride, the wife of the Lamb ... The wall was built of
jasper, while the city was pure gold, like clear glass. The foundations of the wall
of the city were adorned with every kind of jewel.” REVELATION 21:9, 18 ESV

Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, flowing
from the throne of God and of the Lamb through the middle of the street of the
city; also, on either side of the river, the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit,
yielding its fruit each month.
